your existing models, otherwise you will need to merge the new models with the existing models, that requires consideration outside this document. To
overwrite your existing models:

Authentication

We recommend updating the authentication system from apache to htpasswd (so NMIS does authentication instead of Apache). 3 steps need to be taken
to change this.

Setup SNMP Trap Daemon
